10. Where there is discrepancy between: (a) total price per item and unit price for the item as extended or multiplied by the quantity of that item,
the unit price shall prevail; (b) stated total price and the actual sum of prices of component items, the lower shall prevail; {c) unit cost in the detailed
estimate and unit cost in the bill of quantities, the latter shall prevail.

Failure to
submit the confirmed PO within the 3-day period may cause the automatic cancellation of the PQ

15. If the Supplier fails to deliver the required goods /services as specified in the Award / Purchase Order, the Procuring Entity may disqualify bidder
from participating future procurement activities to be conducted by DSWD-CAR

16. Liquidated damages equivalent to one tenth of one percent (0.001)of the value of the goods not delivered within the prescribed delivery period
may be imposed per day of delay.
